If a bowler 
is entering a substitute, tournament management must be notified two hours prior to the announced 
starting time of the qualifying squad. No substitutes will be allowed after the qualifying squad has 
started. There will be no substitutions or alternates allowed in any match play round. 

8. Bowlers in the three-game qualifying round will change lanes for each game as directed. Tournament 
management reserves the right to move participants to different lanes or different squads in the event 
of mechanical failures or other unforeseen difficulties.

9. Double elimination match play will consist of three games bowled on the same pair of lanes. Ties in 
any match will be broken by a 9th and 10th frame roll off. 

10.  remature termination of the tournament brought about by a declared emergency, natural disaster, or 
any other reason beyond the control of tournament management shall cause, to the extent of required 
thereby, all advertised prizes, guaranteed or otherwise, to be pro-rated in accordance with the number 
of entrants and/or matches having bowled up to the time of such termination.

 11. Any ties for 127 place will be decided in a 3-game roll off on 2/14/22 at 5:30 p.m. at AMF Strike n’ 
Spare. 

12. Hats or shorts will NOT be allowed in match play. The tournament director has final say on all 
disputes.
